(later IAE, NRC "Kurchatov Institute"), he continued to work there until 1968, engaged In
electromagnetic isotope separation and cathode sputtering of materials. In 1961 he organized the
Department of Plasma Physics at MEPhI and was a head more than 30 years .

Always calm and balanced, able to find compromise solutions, never raising his voice and even making remarks with a
benevolent smile, Vsevolod Grigorievich knew how to anticipate the emergence of conflict situations and maintained an atmosphere
of friendliness and mutual assistance.
